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Glass repairs and reproductions 

Sometimes it is just not possible to repair glass items. 

This may be because not all of the pieces are present 

to allow us to bond them together or perhaps because 

a crack has formed for which no repair can be done. 

However what we can do is have a new replica piece of 

glass blown and cut to match your original. On the 

right is an example in the form of an engraved claret 

jug with silver handle and spout. The original glass was 

too badly damaged to salvage, so a new piece was 

blown, cut and then engraved with the same pattern 

by our skilled glass workers. The silver mount was then 

soaked off the original and plastered on to the replica.
